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Introduction

This design specification was created to portray the concept of the Mentor Pair Matching system to be used at Early Childhood Community Development Centre.  The Early Childhood Community Development Centre has requested a new mentoring pair matching tool (MPMT) to provide the means for its mentee’s to submit test credentials from a website using a reference number.  Also allow ECCDC employee’s to enter mentors and all other pertinent information for use with the internal MPMT, allowing the ECCDC to retrieve matches and other statistical information.

The application is intended to provide improved functionality and ease-of-use to mentors, mentees and ECCDC, as well as keeping the applications administrative tasks as simple as possible.

Due to its basic similarity of function, the new MPMT is to streamline the functionality of the existing mentoring pair matching tool currently existing in access.   This will be done in a new web based application.

The online application form will allow access to mentees and mentors with a referral number.  Nicom IT will develop the second stage of the application in junction with the first stage being done by the ECCDC.

The initial login screen appears when you first enter the ECCDC web site.  The user must enter a valid referral number to get into the system.  Clicking [Sign On] validates the referral number by retrieving the information from the ECCDC database and sets the type of access as mentee or mentor that this particular user has with the system.  This will direct them to the process 2.0 for the mentee options or 3.0 for the mentor options.
If the referral number is incorrect or if the user’s account has been deactivated, the user will be notified allowing them to retry the sign in process.

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Process Description
This process contains all of the sub-processes related to ECCDC analysis such as running the Mentor Pair Matching process.
The mentor pair matching process will execute against the ECCDC database and match Mentor with mentees based on their pre defined community.  The results will be prioritized by proximity first then learning style.

Note:  The proximity will be based on postal code, which the ECCDC will supply the formula.

The mentor and mentee will have chosen one of four learning styles.  A type “A” Mentor will be matched with a type 1 Mentee, type B with a type 2, type C with a type 3, type D with type 4.  The results will be stored in the table Mentor_Match.

The Profile process will gather the averages of the selected groups average scores on the Occupational Standards self assessments.  The result set will be stored in the table OS_GroupPofile.
The Pre/Post Analysis process generate dataset of the occupational standards and mentors attitudes and predispositions self assessment test for comparison with their post test scores on an individual or group basis.  The results will be stored in OCPrePostAnalysis and MAPrePostAnalysis tables.
